I had a friend in seminary that had this birthday tradition: The birthday boy or girl has to sit silently while
everyone around the table says what they appreciate about that person. We loved talking to the birthday girl.
We struggled being the birthday girl.

But I think it’s good to hear positive feedback. In our world of sarcasm, cynicism, and constant
critique, we need to be reminded of these words from Jesus: “You are the light of the world. A city built on a
hill cannot be hid. No one after lighting a lamp puts it under the bushel basket, but on the lampstand, and it
gives light to all in the house. In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they may see your
good works and give glory to your Father in heaven.” (Matthew 5:14-16)

A friend of mine recently addressed this issue on her blog, Random Thoughts of a Lutheran Geek. And
I’m just going to paste her blog here for you to read:

Have you ever declared your own brilliance? It is often considered to be overly boastful
to say that we are brilliant at anything. And yet we are all unique and have our own gifts and
skills that we are brilliant at.

I was given this quote today and it cried out to be blogged: “Our worst fear is not that we
are inadequate; our deepest fear is that we are powerful beyond measure. It is our Light, not our
darkness, that most frightens us. We ask ourselves, ‘Who am I to be brilliant, talented, beautiful,
fabulous?’Actually, who are you not to be? You are a child of God, and your playing small does
not serve the world. There’s nothing enlightened about shrinking so that other people won't feel
insecure around you. We were born to make manifest the glory of God within us. It’s not just in
some of us, it is in everyone, and as we let our light shine, we unconsciously give other people
permission to do the same. As we are liberated from our own fear, our presence automatically
liberates others. ~ Marianne Williamson

So I ask you: what makes you brilliant? Name and claim just one thing for yourself today.

I am brilliant at listening and engaging others in self-reflection. It is amazing how hard that

sentence is to write but it can be helpful to acknowledge our strengths as well as our weaknesses.

So what makes you brilliant? Will you share it with us?

Sometimes we need someone to tell us what makes us brilliant. And sometimes we need to claim it
aloud for ourselves. What if we did a little bit of both around Crossroads lately? If you are brilliant at
something, if God has given you a gift, share it!

A hidden need in Dane County ....

Joey is one of over 1600 children in Dane County who has a parent in prison. Joey is 10 years old. His
mother has been incarcerated since he was 6. His father is unable to care for Joey due to his instability and
history of incarceration. Consequently, Joey lives with his paternal grandmother who is also raising several
other grandchildren. Though Joey is bright, he is struggling in school. He worries about his mother in prison,
his father on the streets, and his loving, but elderly grandmother. Joey needs somebody to spend time with.
Grandma is there for him, but he needs more. A mentor would make a significant difference in Joey’s life.

Madison area Urban Ministries is an interfaith social justice organization that has spurred social change in and
about Dane county for over 35 years. Madison area Urban Ministries offers a solution for Joey. Their
Mentoring Connection is a program that matches children of need with volunteer mentors. Through volunteer
application, interview, and training programs, they offer training and oversight for mentors who wish to make
a difference in a child with an incarcerated parent.

Eligibility for children:
Live in Dane or Columbia County
Age between 4 and 17
Have a parent presently incarcerated in a federal or state prison
Desire weekly contact with a mentor for at least one year
Have written consent from their parent/guardian

Eligibility for volunteer mentor
Be at least 18 years of age
Be screened and trained to be a mentor
Make a one year commitment to spend an hour per week with the child/youth
Go to Mentoring Connection activities with the child/youth (baseball games, carnivals, picnics)
Be non-judgmental about eligible children/youth and their families
Have a sincere desire to be a friend to a child/youth

United Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) updates

New Woes as Flood Waters Recede in Pakistan: As floodwaters recede in Pakistan, challenges presented by
disease, economic loss, and the return to devastated homes, farms, and livelihoods emerge on an
unprecedented scale. While aid trickles in, observers say that “the worst is yet to come.” In Pakistan, the
United Methodist Committee on Relief is supporting the relief efforts of partners Church World Service,
GlobalMedic, Muslim Aid, and, through the ACT Alliance, Norwegian Church Aid and the Church of
Pakistan. Give to the Pakistan Emergency by writing a check to the Wisconsin Conference UMC and write
Fund #5966 on the memo line.

Cleaning Buckets Needed: Spring and summer storms in the U.S. South and Midwest have nearly depleted
the UMCOR Relief Supply Network of cleaning buckets. The buckets contain items such as bleach,
disinfectant soap, and latex gloves that help those affected by floods or hurricanes tackle the overwhelming
task of cleanup. The UMCOR Relief Supply Network includes depots in six locations. Cleaning buckets and
other relief supplies may be shipped to any depot in the UMCOR Relief Supply Network. To support
UMCOR’s relief supply ministry, write a check to the Wisconsin Conference UMC, and write, UMCOR
Advance #901440 on the memo line.

UMCOR to Oversee Schools’ Construction in Haiti: UMCOR staff, Rev. Gesner Paul of Eglise Méthodiste
d’Haiti (Methodist Church of Haiti), and delegates from the Methodist Church in Ireland visited the site at
Corail, Haiti, where nine UMCOR-supported transitional school buildings will be built in time for the 2010 -
2011 school year. UMCOR has proactively partnered with the United Nations Office for Project Services to
directly implement this component of the project by designing and constructing the schools at Corail, while
UMCOR will monitor over-all project implementation. EMH’s Rev. Paul blessed the site with a prayer for the
future schools, the labor of those involved in the construction, and the success of UMCOR in its work in Haiti.

A stewardship message for your church: giving is recognizing God’s priorities

Learning how to handle money responsibly was a value my wife and I wanted to pass on to our three children.
Yet, where does one go for appropriate “curriculum” for such teaching? We decided to develop our own
system. Among the values related to money management that we wanted to teach were:

1. Learning to give to God and others.

2. Learning to save.

3. Learning to spend responsibly.

As a fundamental learning experience, we provided each of our children with three banks, as soon as
they were old enough to receive money of their own. One was the “spending” bank. One was the “saving”
bank. One bank was for “giving.” The kids were urged to divide whatever money they receive among the
banks. And this they did without complaint.

The plan worked beautifully for a number of years, until one day my oldest son came home from
Sunday school.

Facing me, Chris declared, “Dad, you’ve been lying to me!” I couldn’t imagine what he was talking
about!

“You’ve always told me I should give away one third of my money. Today in Sunday school, they told
us to give only 10 percent!”
